Technical, Constructive & Expressive Progression:
Listening & Appraising:

Composing: Students complete research into similar compositions based on their brief to look for musical features to use as inspiration. Students begin to use trial and error with chord progressions and melodies.
	Writing Like A Musician
Technical, Constructive & Expressive Progression:
Listening & Appraising: 
1) Listening to a piece of music and being able to chronologically identify musical features that cover all aspects of DR SMITH. 
2) Turning notes into full sentence descriptions of the use of musical features in a piece of music with location examples to fit the chronology. 
3) Grouping musical features identified into sections and linking each section of answers to the intention of the piece of music. Specific focus on film music and programme music as examples of descriptive music.

Performing:
Students develop performance communication and consider how effectively expressive performance looks and sounds to ensure it is communicated visually and audibly for audiences.

Composing: Students finalise ideas and begin to notate compositions using Notion. Students record chord progressions, melodic fragments and rhythmic ideas initially, before developing these fragments and manipulating the elements of music to create coherent compositions.
	Exploring Genre & Style
Technical, Constructive & Expressive Progression:
Listening & Appraising: 
1) Recognising the conventions of different genres of music.
2) Discussing how the elements of music are manipulated in order to meet those conventions of each genre.
3) Identifying different genres using those compositional fingerprints.

Performing: Students look more closely at accuracy, particularly of rhythms, to ensure their performances are true to the score. Ensemble pieces are rehearsed in order to try and achieve effective blend between parts and ensemble rapport.

Composing: Students finalise compositions, ensuring their compositions successfully contain the stylistic fingerprints of the genre of choice, checking musical directions and checking for stylistic coherence throughout the composition. Students complete a composition log reviewing their process and the inspiration they have taken from other sources.
